Page 3	Top and bottom of form completed, with signatures of scout and parent
Page 4	Top of form completed, all questions answered.  Any yes answers need explanation
Page 5	Top of form completed, answer yes or no to allergies.  List medications with doses and reason.  Parent signature required on middle of sheet. Attach a separate sheet if needed. 
Page 6	Top of form completed with name and date of birth (the rest of this form is to be filled out by the doctor.)
	After all above forms are completed, staple or paperclip in the above order.  Fold open to page 6 (Part C) and write troop number in upper right corner. Make sure every page has the full name & DOB of the Boy Scout. 
If you are in need of a sports physical, complete questionnaire (both parent and child sign).  Do not staple/paperclip the sports physical to the Boy Scout Packet.  
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
